Session of November twenty-seventh 
1923, continued.- The Alexican 
Commissioner proposed that the 
Joint Commission study thereupon 
the bancos pending,for eliminat­
ion on the Rio Grru1de, between 
El Paso, Texas and Rio Grande 
City, Texas. The American Commi~ 
sioner replied that he agrees 
with him and that he would im­
mediately ask instructions from 
his Government, recommending that 
the propoei tion made by the !.!exi­
can Commissioner be accepted. -­
Next, the tiexican Commissioner 
informed the American Commission­
er that the 11exica.tl Section is -

I ready to commence work immediate-
ly with sufficient ,:equipment and

The American Commissioner answer­
ed that he had onl~ available -­
funds for one field party, but 
that he would ask his Government 
for sufficient funds for this ob­
j ect. The 1!exican Commissioner 
asked the American ;'Commissioner 
to use diligence in favor of this 
suggestion, with t~e object of 
commencing to work ;'this winter 
in order not to loose any more 
time, as it is difficult to work 
in the field during summer.
