FINAL LIQUIDA.TION OF COSTS OORRESPONniNG TO MEXICO 
FOR GROUP I LEVEJ<.; \\ORKS R~UIRED UPSTREA!i FROM THE MORELOS 
DIV~ION Mi TO PROTECT lANil) WI'niiN THE UNITl!D STATES 
AGAINST DAMAGES FROM SUOi RISE IN FLOOD STAGES (R 'IHE 
COLORADO RIVlil\ AS MIGHT RESULT Fl01 CONSTRUCTIOO, OPl!llA• 
TION AND MAINTENANCE CR 'IHAT SfRUCTURE 

The Canm:ission met in the offices of the Mexican Section in Ciudad 
Juare~, Chihuahua, at 10:00 a.m., November 14, 1958, .to CCI'laider the 
"Joint Report of the Principal Engineers on Final Liquidaticn ot Ccsts 
Corresponding to Mexico for Group I Levee \forks Required Upstream fl'cm the 
Morelos Diversion Dam to Protect Lands t-Jithin the United States against 
Damages fran such Rise in Flood Stages of the Colorado River aa might 
Result from Construction, Operation and 1'1aintenance of that Structure". 
The thglish and Spanish texts of this report, submitted by Principal 
Er\gineers Joseph F. Friedkin ard Jose G. Valenzuela unc:ler date ot 
October .)1, 1958, are attached hereto and fo:m part hereef. 

The Canmissicn reviewed the aforementioned report in light ot 
Article l2{a) of the Water Treaty, Minute No. 189 adopted May 12, 1948, 
entitled "Determinations as to Site end Design Features of the Hain 
Diversion Structure to be Ceastructed by Mexico on the Colorado River 
and Works Necessitated thereby tor Protection ot United States Lands, 
purauant to the Provisions of Article l2(a) of the Water Treat,- concluded 
Feltruary ), 1944", and Minute No. 195 adopted May 6, 1950, entitled 
"Works Required above the Morelos Diversion Dam to Protect Landa within 
the United States against Damages from such Floods as might Result from 
the Construction, Operation and Ma~tenance of that Structure". 

The Ccmmission then adopted the following resoluticn: 

"1. The •Joint Report of the Principal &lgineera en Final Liquida­
tion ot Costs Corresponding to 1<1exico for Group I Levee Works 
Required Upstream !ran the Morelca Diversion Dam to Protect 
Lands Within the United States againat Danagea trom such Rise 
in Flood Stages ot the Colorado River as Might Result fl'Olll. 
Construction, Operation and Maintenance of the Strueture• , 
auteitted by Principal Engineers Joseph F. Friedlcin and Jose 
G. Valnezuela under date of October 31, 1958, is approved. 

"2. At developed in the said Joint Report, the coat allecable to 
Mexico for the portion of construction and impron1D41\t work 
on the Yuma, Reae"ation and Imperial leveea upstream traa the 
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Morelos Diversion Dan required to protect United States 
lands against f10<:ld damges which might have resulted 
frail the construction, operation am maintenance of that 
dam is $752,400.00, u.s. ey. or this amount, $630,664.94 
has been withdraloll fran the credit established b7 Mexico 
pursuant to Minute No. 195, leaving a Ml.lft~ of $121,735. o6 
due the United States. 

"3. Upon pa~nt of the said balance of ~~121,735.06 due the United 
States, Mexico will be considered to have discharged in 1\tll. 
its obligations under Article 12(a) of the \vater Treaty of 
1944 1n respect of p~in& the costs of constructicn and 
improvement of the Yuma, Reservation ard Imperial levee• 
upstream fran the Morelos Diversion Dam to protect United 
States lands f~ flood damages which might have resulted 
from construeticn, operation and maintenance of the dam. 

"4. It is understood that the final liquidation herein proposed 
relates only to the portion allocable to Meocico ot costs ot 
constructing and improving the Yuma, Reservation and Imperial 
levees upstream from the Morelos Diversion Dam; that at such 
time as the North Gila and South GUa levees are constructed, 
the portian allocable to Mexice of the costs of construction 
ot these levees will be determined in accordmee with 
Minute No. 195 and paid by ~-fexieo in the manner provided 
therein; and that until these levees are cmstructed Mexico 
will not be responsible for any dama~es to the United Sta tee 
due to the lack thereof." 

The meeting then adjourned.
