NODIFICATION TO MINUTE NO. 253 
"!'flAPS OF THE INTE'RNATIONAL BOUNDARY IN THE 

RIO GRANDE AND IN THE COLORADO RIVER" 

Th.e Commission met in the offices of the f>lexica.n Section at 10:00 
a.m. on July 26, 19B4, to consider modifying Minute No. 253, entitled 
".t-i'aps of the International Boundary in the Rio Grande and in the Colorado 
River" of September 23, 1976, approved by the two Governments~ to reflect 
the changes in the internat5.ona1 boundary in the limi trophe section of 
the Rio Grande under :Minute No. 257, entitled "Completion of the 
Relocations of the Rio Grande Stipulated in Article I of the Treaty of 
November 23, 1970, n dated Nay 18, 1977, and approved by the two 
Governments. 

The Commission noted that in t-1inute No. 253, it was not possible to 
delineate the international boundary in certain reaches of the Rio Grande 
until the provisions of Article I (F) were fulfilled, and agreed to re­
view the delineation ot:' 1;he international boundary on five maps of the 
limitrophe section of the Rio Grande in the reaches of the Hereon Tract, 
upstream and near Hidalgo-Reynosa, Beaver Island, and the 
Presidio-Ojinaga. Tracts prepared by the Co:rnm1ssion after fulfillment of 
the provisions of Article I (F). 

The Commission confirmed that the maps are based on aerial photogra­
phic surveys made by the two Sections of the Commission during the peri­
ods 1977, 1981, and 1982, controlled and rectified in accordance with 
standards established by the Commission, and prepared on a Mercator pro­
jection on the scale of 1:20,000. 

The Commission conftrmed that engineers of i.ts two Sections jointly 
delineated with appropriate precision in accordance with the terms of 
Article II (A) of the 1970 Boundary Treaty the international boundary on 
the aforementioned five maps and that each of the Commissioners reviewed 
these delineations. 

The Commission noted that the Mexlcan Section prepared maps numbers 
seven, ten and fifteen and performed the aerial photography surveys on 
which these maps were based for the limitropbe section of the Rio Grande 
in the Hereon Tract, upstream and near Hidalgo-Reynosa, and the Beaver 
Island reaches, respectively, and the United States Section prepared maps 
numbers seventy-one and seventy-two for the limitrophe section of the Rio 
Grande in the Presidio-Ojinaga Tracts and performed the aerial photogra­
phy surveys on which these maps were based. The Commissioners considered 
this division of work as satisfactory fulfillment of the provision in the 
1970 Boundary 'I'reaty that each Governm.ent bear half the costs and other 
expenses for the surveys and maps relating to the boundary.

'l'he Coi!Dilissioners made a final review of the five maps and con­
curred that, with the above agreements, the delineation of the interna­
tional boundary on them conforms tc the provisions of the 1970 Boundary 
Treaty, and they proceeded to sign a set of original maps and a set of 
reproducible maps for each of the two Sections of the Coi!Dilission. 

Based on the above cons:l.derations, the Coi!Dilission adopted the fol­
lowing resolutions: 

1. The aforementioned five maps of the Rio Grande show the delin­
eation of the international boundary with appropriate precision for 
the dates of the aerial photographic flights noted on each of' them 
and, accordingly, they are approved. 

2. The copies of the aforementioned maps form a part and are at­
tached to Hinute No. 253, which is modified so tr...at these maps, 
numbers 7, 10, 15, 71 and 72 replace those similarly nUL1bered in 
Ninute No. 253. 

The meeting was adjourned.

LAS RELOCALIZACION£5 DEL RIO BRAVO ESTIPULADAS EN EL ARnCtJLO I DEL TRATADO 
[£L 23 DE NOVIEMBRE DE lt7o•, fechada el 18 de mayo de 1977 y aprobada por 
los dos Gobternos. 

La Com1st8n seftall que en el Acta NGm. 253, no tua postble deli­
near el lfmtte 1nternac1onal en etertos traaos del Rfo Bravo hlsta que fue­
ran cu.pltdas las esttpulactones del Artfculo I (F) y se acord6 revtsar el 
trazo del lfmtte tntarnactonal mostrado en cinco planos preparados ,ar la 
Comts18n, de la secct&l ltmfti"'fe del Rfo Bravo an los tra110s del Corte del 
Horc8n, aguas arriba y cerca de Reynosa-Htdalgo, Isla MDrtarttGs y los Cor ... 
tes de Ojtnaga-Prestdto, despufs de dar cumpltmtanto con las esttpulactones 
del Artfculo I (F). 

La COmtstln conftrm6 que los planos estSn basados en levantamten­
tos aerofotogrfffcos hechoa por las dos Secctones de la Colltst8n durante -
los perfodos de 1977, 1981 y 1982, controlados y rect1f1cados de acuerdo ... 
con normas establectdas por la Com1s14n y preparados en una proyecct&n de 
Mercator a la escala de 1:20,000. 

La Comtstdn conftrmfi que tngenteros de ambas Seecfones conjunta­
mente trazaron con prec1stdn aproptada de acuerdo con los tlrminos del Ar­
tfculo II (A) del Tratado de Lfm1tes de 1970, el lfmtte tnternactonal en 
los cinco planos menctonados y que cada uno de los Comtstonados revtsaron 
estos trazos. 

La Comfstdn sefta18 que la Secctdn Mlxtcana prepar6 los planos nO­
meros stete, dtez y qutnce y ejeeut6 los 1evantam1entos aerofbtogrfftcos

Los Comfsfonados consfderaron 
esta dtvis14n de trabajo como cumplfda satfsfactorfamente con lo estfpulado 
en el Tratado de Lfmttes de 1970 de que cada Gobferno sufrague la mitad de 
los costos y otros gastos por los levantamfentos y planos que se relacionen 
con el lfntfta.

si4n. 

Basada en las constderaciones precedentes. la COm1sf5n adopt6 las 
s1gu1entes resolucfones: 

1. Los ctnco planos menctonados del Rto Bravo muestran el trazo 
del ltmfte fnternactonal con prec1s16n aproptada para las fa­
chis de los vuelos aerofotogrlffcos seftaladas en cada uno de 
ellos y por consigu1ente estln aprobados. 

2. Las copfas de los planos Mnctonados forman parte y estln -­
anexados al Acta NOm. 253. la cual sa modtf1c6 de tal forma 
que los planos ndmeros 7, 10. 15, 71 y 72 substttuyan a aque­
llos mareados stmilarmente en el Acta NGm. 253.
